FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH, WACO, HAS ENJOYED A ROMANTIC AND SIGNIFICANT HISTORY 

Few Southern Baptist churches have had more numerous and varied 

claims to uniqueness than those possessed by the First Baptist Church 

of Waco, which is this week observing its first Centennial anniversary. 

Organized May 31, 1851, in a borrowed, log walled, board covered, 

dirt floored, and puncheon seated house of worship, owned by the 

First Methodist congregation, this church began with only four 

charter members. The organizer, the Rev. Noah T. Byars, was a 

missionary of the Texas Baptist Convention, who served the little flock 

as non-resident pastor one week-end per month for three years, during 

which time the membership grew to 23. 

Brother Byars was an indefatigable worker and before his retirement 

he had preached the gospel over a frontier larger than most states, 

and had organized 64 churches and nine district associations. 

SMALL CONGREGATION ERECTS SPLENDID BUILDING 

The second pastor, the Rev. S. G. O'Bryan, a former Baylor pro¬ 

fessor, was a very cultured as well as consecrated man. Coming to 

Waco in 1854, he immediately challenged the little congregation of 

fewer than 30 members to begin the erection of a modern brick 

church edifice, in which one room was set apart for a girls' seminary, 
of which he was the principal. He was also instrumental in bringing 

to Waco the Trinity River Male High School, a Baptist academy for 

boys, and became the first principal of that institution while serving 

as pastor. The male high school was the forerunner of Waco University, 

established in 1861, and which was merged with Baylor University in 

1886. Brother O'Bryan served the church for six years and the most 

successful revival of the early days occurred during his pastorate 

in 1857. 

The Rev. W. H. Bayliss of Louisiana, a distinguished orator, served 

the church as pastor for two years, in succession to Mr. O'Bryan. 

Dr. R. C. Burleson, who had come from Independence in 1861 to 

head Waco University, became pastor in January, 1862, but resigned 

early in 1863 to become a chaplain in the Confederate Army. 

There were no long pastorates in these early days of the church. 

Rev. W. H. Anderson of Mississippi served the church in 1864, and 

then the church turned again to Dr. Burleson, who led the flock in 

a splendid fashion from 1865 to 1867. It was during the last year 

of that period that he conducted the greatest revival the church 

had known up to that time. It was then that many of the members 

who became outstandingly useful in the church professed faith and 

were baptized in the Brazos River in December, 1867. 

The church turned next to the Rev. M. B. Hardin of Auburn, Ala., 

as pastor, and he served during 1868 and 1869. 

DR. CARROLL BECOMES LEADER IN 1871 

With the dawn of 1870, the church for the third time turned to 

Dr. Burleson as pastor, and this time he accepted on the condition 

that the congregation would secure the young B. H. Carroll as assistant. 

So splendid were the services of the assistant pastor that the church 

turned to him unanimously as full pastor, with the opening of 1871. 

For twenty-eight years Dr. Carroll provided the church with one of 

the finest records of great preaching and superb leadership that 

has ever been experienced by any church anywhere. During his 

service the church grew in membership, character, resources, service, 

and influence to the extent that for the time being it was the most 

significant Baptist church in Texas. By reason of his outstanding 

ability Dr. Carroll was commandeered by Baylor on numerous occasions 

to raise money to save the institution, and on at least one occasion 

he went afield to lift a heavy debt on the Baptist State Mission Board, 

at that time located in Waco. Dr. Carroll proved of great service to 

Southern as well as Texas Baptists. He was not only the greatest 

theologian among his brethren, and helped to establish his denomina¬ 

tion in its present orthodoxy, but he was instrumental in the establish¬ 

ment of the evangelistic department of the Home Mission Board and 

helped to project the Baptist Sunday School Board. 

The two greatest revivals in the church's history, one in 1876 and 

the other in 1893, occurred during Dr. Carroll's pastorate. During the 

1876 campaign of 81 days the preaching was done by the lay evangel¬ 

ist, Major William Penn, when hundreds of people were converted and 

the whole state stirred. Dr. Carroll did his own preaching for eight 

weeks in the 1893 campaign, when unusual spiritual power was gen¬ 

erated and the whole community deeply stirred. 

Dr. Carroll resigned the pastorate January 1, 1899, to organize the 

Bible department of Baylor University, which grew into the present 

Southwestern Baptist Seminary at Fort Worth, which Dr. Carroll headed 

until his death in November, 1916. 

During much of his pastorate of the First Church Dr. Carroll had 

as his associate and city missionary, the Rev. John G. Kendall, who 

occupied the pulpit on many of Dr. Carroll's absences. However, his 

most significant work was that of organizing missions, seven of which 

have long since developed into Baptist churches. 

SHORT PASTORATES PREVAIL FOR PERIOD 

Following Dr. Carroll's resignation, the church had a number of 

very brief pastorates, but the church went forward despite the frequent 

changes in leadership. This achievement was due to the fact that the 

congregation had developed a very strong lay leadership among both 

the men and the women. 

Dr. A. W. McGaha was the immediate successor to Dr. Carroll, but 

failing health and subsequent death limited his service to considerably 

less than two years. Dr. J. M. Carroll, younger brother of Dr. B. H., 

served from December, 1901, 'to September, 1902, when he resigned 

to head up the Texas Baptist Education Commission. For a period of 

eleven months Dr. William Lunsford, who later founded the Relief 

and Annuity Board of the Southern Baptist Convention, served as 

pastor. 

Following Dr. Lunsford's resignation the church turned to Dr. B. H. 

DeMent of the Baylor Bible Department, to lead it in the construction 

of the present church edifice at Fifth and Webster during the two 

years preceding his joining the faculty of the Southern Baptist Theo¬ 

logical Seminary at Louisville, Ky. From the latter post Dr. Dement 

went to New Orleans as the first president of the New Orleans Baptist 

Seminary. 

Under the leadership of Dr. A. J. Barton from the late spring of 

1907 to the spring of 1909, the present edifice at Fifth and Webster 

was fully equipped and occupied. Dr. Barton resigned to take the 

secretaryship of the Texas Baptist Education Commission. 

For a period of five years, October, 1909, to December, 1914, the 

gifted Dr. F. C. McConnell led the church very successfully before 

going to Atlanta, Ga., to establish the Druid Hills Baptist Church, now 

reputed to be the strongest Baptist church in any of the Southeastern 

states. 

DR. DAWSON SERVES CHURCH MORE THAN 30 YEARS 

Dr. J. M. Dawson, who came to the pastorate January 1, 1915, set 

a precedent for length of service, having completed more than 31’/2 
years before resigning in July, 1946, to go to Washington as director 

of the Office of Public Affairs for the Baptists of North America. 

The church went forward in numbers, gifts and other respects under 

the long leadership of Dr. Dawson and his gifted companion, who 

headed the Woman's Missionary Society during much of her residence 

in Waco, and taught the Fidelis Class of Baylor girls in the Sunday 

school throughout that time. 

DR. FEEZOR IS PRESENT SUCCESSFUL PASTOR 

After an extensive survey of the field, following Dr. Dawson's 

resignation, the church extended a unanimous call to Dr. Forrest C. 

Feezor, who assumed the pastorate November 1, 1946, and the church 

is enjoying its largest development in several respects under his leader¬ 

ship. Larger audiences attend upon his ministry than upon that of any 

preceding pastor. Much larger budgets than ever before are being 

more promptly subscribed and paid in. The big auditorium has been 

air-conditioned at a cost of $40,000; the most modern baby building 

in America has been constructed, the gift of an anonymous husband 

and wife in the church; and a 2,600 capacity educational building, and 

a modern chapel with a seating capacity of 300, are being constructed 

on the big lot adjoining the main church edifice, at a cost of more 

than $500,000. 

MR. W. R. BUMPAS IS THE EFFICIENT MINISTER OF EDUCATION 

Throughout the years the church has produced many outstanding 

laymen and women, but the space available will not permit mention of 

their names. During the Civil War this church contributed five generals 

to the Confederate Army. The church has furnished a governor and 

a lieutenant governor of Texas, one president of the Southern Baptist 

Convention, three presidents of the Baptist General Convention of Texas, 

and six presidents of Baylor University. 

Over and above its regular contributions to the denominational 

program, the church supports 1 1 foreign missionaries. Last December 

it contributed more than $7,500 to the Lottie Moon Christmas Fund. 

An interesting commentary on the general character of the church 

is afforded in the fact that in all its 100 years there has never been 

a schism among the members.
